Abstract

In February 2022, Russia invaded Ukraine to denazify, putting the security of the collective West
into question. Russia's aggression was strongly condemned by the Western world and economic
sanctions were imposed against it. While the democratic West unanimously criticizes Russian
expansionism, Hungary, a member of NATO and the European Union, stands out with less rigid
rhetoric towards Russia, and particularly hostile rhetoric towards the European Union and
Ukraine. According to the paper, historical memory influences the formation of Hungary's
different policy in the Russia-Ukraine war, which is explained by the theoretical school of
constructivism.

In order to achieve the research goal, qualitative research methods are used in the paper, namely
case study and qualitative content analysis. The innovativeness of the research lies in the

application of historical memory for an explanation of Hungary's foreign policy.
