Course Objectives

The course aims at giving the PhD students in-depth knowledge
of contemporary academic debates in International Relations
Theory; Presented course is the first part of contemporary
debates compulsory course (overall course consists of three
major parts, delivered in separate semesters). It consists of 25
contact hours during which the students will get detailed
knowledge of four major themes related to IR Theory
contemporary debates.

Students will be given preliminary reading materials of
prominent modern authors (group of scholars) of the discipline.
