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About Participants

Judge Marc Perrin de Brichambaut (1948) after graduation from the
Ecole Normale Supérieure de Saint-Cloud and the Ecole Nationale
d'Administration, joined the Conseil d'Etat (Supreme Court for judicial
review) in 1974. He was appointed Conseiller d'Etat in 1992. He has also
served in numerous senior positions in the Ministry of Foreign Affairs
and the Ministry of Defence of France and in the United Nations
Secretariat. As Legal Advisor to the Foreign Ministry he led the French
delegation to the Rome Conference and signed the Rome Statute on
behalf of his country. He served as Secretary General of the Organisation
for Security and Cooperation in Europe (OSCE) from 2005 to 2011. He
has taught extensively international law in Sciences-Po in Paris.

Julia Geneuss, Dr. iur. habil. (Universitit Hamburg), Dr. iur.
(Humboldt-Universitdt zu Berlin), LL.M. (NYU) is currently
Visiting Professor for Criminal law, Criminal Procedural Law,
Comparative Law and Legal Philosophy at Humboldt-Universitét
zu Berlin. Her research focuses on international criminal law, in
particular German international criminal law, European and

transnational criminal law as well as digitalization and criminal
law. She is Co-Chair of the Editorial Committee of the Journal of International Criminal Justice
(OUP) and co-editor of 'Why Punish Perpetrators of Mass Atrocities?'(CUP 2020 — with Florian
JeBberger). Published works include 'Volkerrechtsverbrechen und Verfolgungsermessen'
(dissertation 2013), ‘Obstacles to Cross-Fertilisation: The International Criminal Tribunals’ “Unique
Context” and the Flexibility of the European Court of Human Rights’ Case Law’ (2015) and 'The
German Syria Cases and the Normative Relationship between Terrorism and International Criminal
Law’ (forthcoming).

Judge Rosario Salvatore Aitala presides upon Pre-Trial Chamber II of
the International Criminal Court, which oversees the situations in Darfur,
Ukraine, Central African Republic, Burundi, Afghanistan, Céte d’Ivoire
and others. He holds the chair of International Criminal Law at Luiss
University in Rome. He has over three decades of experience in law,
judiciary, diplomacy and geopolitics with a specialisation on countering
mafia, organised crime, terrorism, transnational and international crime
and in institutional building. He has worked in over thirty countries
including for medium and long-term missions in Afghanistan, Albania,
the Balkans and Latin America. He has been senior adviser for security

and international crime to three ministers of Foreign Affairs and senior
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adviser on international matters to the president of the Senate, the second most senior political figure
in Italy. He has published extensively on international law, criminal law, international criminal law

and geopolitics.

Annette Weinke is Professor at the History Department of
. Friedrich Schiller University in Jena, Germany, and Co-Director
of the Jena Center of 20" Century History. She has written
extensively on themes of modern European and transatlantic
history, postwar/ postcommunist German history and the histories
of legal/ human rights activism, international criminal law, and
transitional justice in the twentieth and twenty-first centuries. She
is also co-founder and member of the working group “Human
Rights in the 20" Century” which has been sponsored by the Fritz Thyssen Foundation Cologne since
2012. Among her publications are Law, History, and Justice. Debating German State Crimes in the
Long Twentieth Century (Oxford/ New York 2018), Die Niirnberger Prozesse (Miinchen 2019, 3™
ed., transl. Japanese and Turkish), and “Individualizing Guilt at Nuremberg”, in: Stefanie Bock/
Eckart Conze (eds.): Rethinking the Crime of Aggression. International and Interdisciplinary
Perspectives (T.M.C. Asser Press) The Hague 2022, pp. 209-223. She held Guest Professorships /
Fellowships in Ambherst, Princeton, Paris, Munich, and Jerusalem. Currently, she works on a
collective biography of European-Jewish human rights lawyers and legal activists in the twentieth
century.

Prior to her election as judge of the ICC, Judge Kimberly Prost served
as Chef de Cabinet for the President of the International Criminal Court
for a two year term. Before joining the Court, she was appointed in 2010
as the first Ombudsperson for the Security Council Al Qaida Sanctions
Committee.In July 2006, after election by the United Nations General
Assembly, she was appointed to sit as anad litem judge of the
International Criminal Tribunal for the former Yugoslavia on a multi-
accused trial (Popovic et al) related to events at Srebrenica and Zepa.
Earlier in her career, Judge Prost worked for the Canadian Department of
Justice for 18 years appearing before all levels of the Canadian courts,
including the Supreme Court. For 7 years she served as Director of the
International Assistance Group which is responsible for extradition and mutual legal assistance
matters for Canada. She participated in negotiating over 40 extradition/mutual legal assistance treaties
and was a member of the Canadian delegation for negotiating the Rome Statute of the International
Criminal Court and related documents, as well as the UN Conventions against Transnational
Organized Crime and Corruption. Judge Prost also held managerial positions with the
Commonwealth Secretariat and the UN Office on Drugs and Crime delivering a range of programmes
for States on international cooperation, money laundering and asset forfeiture, counter terrorism,
implementation of the Rome Statute, and combating organized crime and corruption. Judge Prost
graduated as a gold medallist from the University of Manitoba Law School.
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Stefanie Bock is a Professor of Criminal Law, Criminal Procedure,
International Criminal Law and Comparative Law at the Philipps
University, Marburg, Germany, and Director of the International
Research and Documentation Centre for War Crimes Trials. Her
. main fields of research are international criminal law, European
criminal law, comparative law, legal gender studies and victims’
rights. Published works include 'Das Opfer vor dem Internationalen
Strafgerichtshof' (2010), 'Preparatory Offences' (2020 — with Findlay Stark), 'International Criminal
Law in 2030' (2022), and 'The German Code of Crimes Against International Law at Twenty:
Overview and Assessment of Modern "German International Criminal Law" (2023). She also is the
co-editor of Rethinking the Crime of Aggression — International and Interdisciplinary Perspectives
(2022 — with Eckart Conze) and serves as the Associate Editor of the Criminal Law Forum.

Judge Joanna Korner CMG QC has practiced criminal law for more
than 45 years as a judge and barrister. Prior to joining the ICC, she has
served since 2012 as a judge of the Crown Court of England and Wales,
trying the most serious and complex criminal cases including cases of
fraud and murder. Queen's Counsel since 1993, she has also prosecuted
and defended in numerous cases in the courts of England and Wales. Her
experience includes a total of eight years (1999-2004 and 2009-2012) as
a senior prosecutor at the International Criminal Tribunal for the former
Yugoslavia, including leading in the cases of Prosecutor v. Mic¢o Stanisi¢
and Stojan Zupljanin, Prosecutor v. Radoslav Brdjanin and Momir Tali¢,
and Prosecutor v. Milomir Staki¢. As a renowned expert, Judge Korner
has organised and taught on numerous training programmes on international criminal law and
advocacy for judges and lawyers from different regions. Between 2004-2005, she was Senior Legal
Adviser to the Chief Prosecutor of Bosnia and Herzegovina, during the establishment of a War Crimes

Section in the country's State Prosecutor's Office. Judge Korner studied law at the Inns of Court
School of Law. In 2004 she was Appointed Companion of the Order of St. Michael and St. George
("CMG@G") for services to international law.

Dr. Mayeul Hiéramente graduated from the University of
Hamburg and Paris. He was a researcher at the Max Planck Institute
for Foreign and International Criminal Law, Freiburg, and was a
member of the interdisciplinary International Max Planck Research
School on Retaliation, Mediation and Punishment (IMPRS-
REMEP) as well as the International Max Planck Research School
for Comparative Criminal Law (IMPRS-CC). Dr. Hiéramente holds
a PhD in international criminal law from the University of Freiburg.




Dr. Hiéramente is a Certified Specialist for Criminal law (Fachanwalt fiir Strafrecht) and is practicing
as a defence attorney in Hamburg, Germany. He is also a lecturer in international criminal law and
publishes regularly in the fields of corporate criminal law, criminal procedural law, international
criminal law and anti-trust law.

Judge Gocha Lordkipanidze has long experience in the field of
-
s

international law as a senior state official, diplomat and professor of law.
Prior to joining the ICC, he has served as Minister (2020-) and Deputy
Minister (2012-2020) of Justice of Georgia. From 2018 to 2021, he was
a member of the Board of Directors of the Trust Fund for Victims,
representing the Eastern European Group of States. During his career,
Judge Lordkipanidze has performed a number of functions in Georgia's
Ministry of Foreign Affairs (1991-2005), notably dealing with relations
with international organisations, courts and tribunals. He was closely
involved in the negotiations leading to the adoption of the Rome Statute,
and subsequently represented Georgia in the work of the Preparatory
Commission for the International Criminal Court in New York (1999-2002) on the relationship
agreement between the Court and the United Nations, the Financial Regulations and Rules of the

Court, the Agreement on the Privileges and Immunities of the Court, the Rules of Procedure and
Evidence, and the crime of aggression. Judge Lordkipanidze studied law at the Tbilisi State
University and has obtained master's degrees in international law at the University of Essex and the
Harvard Law School. He has also studied at the Fordham Law School PhD program and has taught
international law at several universities in Georgia and abroad. He was a substitute member of the
European Commission for Democracy through Law (Venice Commission), a member of the Gender
Equality Commission of the Council of Europe and has in the past served on the Board of the
Georgian Red Cross Society.

Adetokunbo (Toks) Hussain is a British-Nigerian international
lawyer (Bar of England & Wales), filmmaker and host of ‘Law Talks
With Toks’. Toks has worked at the Appeals Chamber of the
International Criminal Court (ICC) and the United Nations. Prior to the
ICC, he worked for Cherie Blair KC, CBE (wife of former British
Prime Minister Tony Blair) on international litigation and investor-
state arbitrations. Toks has also served as a spokesperson for the [CC
and has given talks all over the world in places such as Harvard Law
School and Facebook. Last year, he was recognised as one of the 100 ‘Most Influential People of
African Descent’ under 40 as part of the United Nations International Decade for People of African
Descent; he is also a recipient of the British Nigeria Law Forum ‘Rising Star in Law’ award.
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Giorgi Tumanishvili is an associate professor of criminal law,
criminal procedure at the Faculty of Law of Ivane Javakhishvili Tbilisi
State University since 2011. Since 2014, he has been elected as a
member of the representative council of Tbilisi State University. Dr.
Tumanishvili represents the Council of the Legal Committee of the
Parliament of Georgia and the Academic Advisory Council of Justice
of Georgia. Giorgi Tumanishvili is a lecturer at Tbilisi State
University and also at other universities, he leads a course on criminal
law and criminal law process activities. He is the author (co-author)

of about thirty scientific publications. Its scope includes national,

foreign and international criminal cases.

Edward Schramm is Professor of Criminal Law, Criminal Procedure,
Economic Criminal Law, European and International Criminal Law at
Friedrich Schiller University Jena since October 2013. He completed his
habilitation at the University of Tuebingen with a thesis on “Marriage
and Family in Criminal Law”. He is the author of textbooks on the
Special Part of the German Criminal Code and on international criminal
law. He maintains intensive comparative criminal law contacts with the
Thilisi State University of Georgia. So he was the project leader of the
comparative ~ German-Georgian  criminal law  project “The
Internationalisation and Europeanisation of Georgian Criminal
Procedure as a Problem and a Task™ (2016 - 2020), together with his
Georgian colleagues Giorgi Tumanishvili and Bachana Jishkariani. He is
also the German project partner of Giorgi Dgebuadze's Postdoctoral
Fellowship, “The Role of International Criminal Law in Georgia - Current Challenges and
Jurisprudential Perspectives” (2020 — 2024). Both projects were generously supported in a large
financial extent by the Volkswagen Foundation. Besides he has occasional scientific exchange with
China (University of Political Science and Law Peking) and Russia (Siberian Federal University
Krasnojarsk).
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1 Boris Burghardt is Professor of Criminal Law, Contemporary Legal
. History and Philosophy of Law at Philipps-Universitit Marburg
] (Germany). He is the author of numerous academic articles, book
- chapters and papers on a variety of topics regarding international criminal
_‘ justice, including a monograph on command responsibility. He has also
. worked extensively on the prosecution of Nazi crimes in Germany, and
the law on sexual offences. Currently, he is one of two Principal
Investigators, together with Florian Knauer (Friedrich-Schiller-
" Universitit Jena), in a research project funded by the German Research
Foundation on the sentence enforcement for international crimes in the
aftermath of the 2nd World War. He is one of the co-founders and
member of the executive board of the non-profit NGO Gesellschaft fiir
Freiheitsrechte (GFF e.v.) that focusses on strategic litigation in human

rights cases and has won several groundbreaking lawsuits before the Federal Constitutional Court of
Justice in Germany and other German and European Courts.

Merab Turava is Professor of Criminal Law, the President
of the Constitutional Court of Georgia. He graduated with
honors from the Law Faculty of Ivane Javakhishvili Tbilisi
State University (1990). During 1990-1990 studied at the
Faculty of State and Law of Friedrich Schiller University
Jena. He defended his doctoral thesis and was awarded the
degree of Doctor of Law by the Law Faculty of Berlin
University. During 1999-2006 served as a Judge at the
Chamber of Criminal Cases of the Supreme Court of
Georgia, whereas during 2000-2005 presided over the Chamber of Criminal Cases and was a Vice-
President of the Supreme Court of Georgia. During 2001-2003 was an expert of the International
Committee of Red Cross (ICRC) working on the compatibility of the legislation of Georgia with the
Statute of the International Criminal Court (the Rome Statute) and implementation of the Rome
Statute (in cooperation with German Professor Claus Kress). During 2005-2008 was an associate
Professor at the Law Faculty of Ivane Javakhishvili Tbilisi State University. During 2007-2012 was
a Professor at the School of Law and Head of the Criminal Law Department at the School of Law of
the University of Georgia. Since 2013 has been a Professor at the Law Faculty of Ivane Javakhishvili
Thilisi State University and the School of Law of Grigol Robakidze University. Since 2013 was
appointed as the Director of the Institute of Comparative and Transnational Criminal Law at the Law
Faculty of Ivane Javakhishvili Tbilisi State University. In 2015 was elected as the member of the
Constitutional Court of Georgia by the Parliament of Georgia. In 2020 was elected as the President
of the Constitutional Court by the Plenum of the Constitutional Court of Georgia. Has authored
numerous manuals and academic articles.
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Giorgi Dgebuadze is an Associate Professor of Criminal Law and
International Criminal Law and holds the Chair for Georgian and
International Criminal Law at the Institute for Comparative and
Transnational Criminal Law, as well as a deputy dean of the Faculty
of Law, Ivane Javakhishvili Tbilisi State University. He is a
postdoctoral fellow of the Volkswagen Foundation Project: “The
role of international criminal law in Georgia - current challenges
and prospects for jurisprudence” in cooperation with Prof. Edward
Schramm and Prof. Boris Burghardt. He is a Legal Adviser to the
Constitutional Court of Georgia and Editor of the Journal of
Constitutional Law. Giorgi Dgebuadze has worked at the Appeals Chamber of the International
Criminal Court and at different times, he was a Ph.D. student/research assistant and visiting scholar
at the Institute for International Peace and Security Law, the University of Cologne as well as at the
Max Planck Institute for Foreign and International Criminal Law in Freiburg within the different
framework of scholarships/fellowships. He holds the academic degrees in law from Ivane
Javakhishvili Tbilisi State University. In 2017, he defended his doctoral thesis in international
criminal law in cooperation with Ivane Javakhishvili Tbilisi State University and the University of
Cologne. His prior practice was in the Chief Prosecutor’s Office of Georgia (Investigation Unit),
Constitutional Court of Georgia, National Center for Educational Quality Enhancement and has been

engaged in advocacy and consulting with specialization in criminal law. Giorgi Dgebuadze has been
teaching criminal law and international criminal law at Ivane Javakhishvili Tbilisi State University
and other universities. He is an author of about twenty scientific articles, translations, book reviews
and one monograph, as well as a scientific editor of about ten teaching books and handbooks. His
research and teaching areas include Introduction to Law, Criminal Law, Criminal Procedure, and
International Criminal Law.
