Supported by the Shota Rustaveli National Science Foundation of Georgia (SRNSFG,
FR-23-2808), this interdisciplinary project brings together folklorists, philologists,
musicologists, and ethnomusicologists, bridging the study of folk culture, mass
culture, and professional music in Georgia. While Western scholarship has
systematically examined oral folktales in relation to various media, this workshop
represents the first intermedial study of fairy tales in Georgia from folkloristic and

musicological perspectives.

In modern society, fairy tales exist in oral, written, and visual forms, spanning
folklore, literature, and the performing arts. The human voice plays a crucial role in

scenic arts and cinema, while musical accompaniment enhances the performance of
