Objectives and description of the
educational programme

The goal of the programme is to teach the main spatiotemporal
aspects of political systems, processes and developments, and based
on this, student gains and develops the general skills of critical
vision and analysis to identify and evaluate political activities at
local, regional and/or global level.

The programme in Political Geography (POLGEQ) is based on
the principle of critical geography, which leads students to think
about power, politics and space in alternative and innovative ways.

In addition, the program emphasizes applied research and field
trips during which students will engage in project-based learning
or community-oriented participatory research. In this way, students
learn to integrate geographic knowledge through the example of a
smaller region or locality. Modern teaching methods, including
hybrid forms of teaching (e.g. COIL, etc.) will be used in the
teaching, which allow students to fully exploit the capacities of all
participating universities within the consortium.

Graduates acquire a solid theoretical foundation in political
geography, including the main theoretical debates within political
geography and human geography in general.
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Students works with qualitative, quantitative and spatial data (e.g.
GIS). The graduate designs and implements his/her own research
project including a relevant output (policy paper, research report,
etc.). Graduates writes analytical texts from secondary data.

Students are encouraged to participate in practical placements
with partner organisations. Graduates gain experience in adapting
to different foreign environments.

Students are prepared not only to understand theoretical concepts
but also to apply their knowledge in practice, to change and
transform the environment around them.

Teaching - Learning methods

The methods used within this programme are diverse and include
lectures, instruction, written, presentation, case study, data
collection-processing-analysis, field work, internship, e-learning
assignments, discussions, teamwork.

Grading system

The evaluation of the student's work during the semester includes:
a) mid-term rating assessment;
b) final assessment.

Each assessment form and component will have a specific share in
the final assessment from the total assessment score (100 points).

Credit must not be awarded using only one form of assessment
(midterm or final assessment).

The grading system allows five types of positive assessments:
a) (A) Excellent — 91-100 points of the assessment;
b) (B) Very good — 81-90 points of maximum assessment;
¢) (C) Good — 71-80 points of maximum assessment;
d) (D) Satisfactory — 61-70 points of maximum assessment;
e) (E) Sufficient — 51-60 points of maximum assessment;

There are two negative assessments:
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f) (FX) Did not pass — 41-50 points of the maximum grade,
which means that the student needs more work to pass and
is given the right to re-take an exam once, with independent
work;

g) (F) Fail' - 40 points or less of the maximum grade, which
means that the work done by the student is not enough and
he/she has to re-take the course.

In case of getting FX, the higher educational institution must
schedule the additional exam not earlier than 5 days after
announcement of the results of the final exam.

The number of points obtained in the final assessment is not added
to the grade received by the student in the additional exam.

The grade obtained on the additional exam is the final grade and is
reflected as the final grade of the educational program component.

In case of receiving 0-50 points in the final evaluation of the
educational component, considering the evaluation received at the
additional exam, the student is assigned an F-0 score.

Evaluation criteria are the measuring unit of the evaluation method,
which determines the level of achievement of learning outcomes for
each component of the educational program.

The prerequisite for passing the final exam is defined in the syllabus
of the relevant learning courses, and the final exam is considered
passed if the student received 50% of the maximum score on the
exam (additional conditions are defined according to the syllabus of
the relevant study course).

Master thesis Paper Assessment

The Master thesis is evaluated one time with a final assessment
through the 100-point grading system.

The Master’s thesis will be considered defended and the MA
student will be awarded the corresponding credit if he receives the
pre-determined minimum threshold score (at least 51 points).

If the MA thesis is assessed as unsatisfactory (F/FX), it is not
allowed to resubmit it for defense in the same semester. The
decision of the commission is final.
